The Board of Directors makes the assessment that the proposed authorisation
to acquire own shares in order to create flexibility when working with the
company’s capital structure or to be used in connection to company
acquisitions, is justifiable, considering the demands that the business’ nature,
scope and risks impose on the size of the company’s and the group’s equity
capital and the company’s and the group’s consolidation needs, liquidity and
financial position in general.
